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A worthy charter school

I have tried for years to focus on serving the children of Prince William County and Virginia and tune off the political arena. That is exactly why I have been working on education choice for 10 years.
Education choice means parents have the right to choose whether to place their children in a charter school, which is a form of public school, and does not take any funds away from the system as the funds follow the student at a savings of over S1,000 per student.
Choices also should include the vouch​er system, which has been proposed for D.C. children by President Bush and exists in many states. The voucher system allows parents to select the best suitable educa​tion for their children.

We will also teach English as a second language to non-English speaking students. Let's not divide our community; let us not play political games with our children's future.
